A Word from the Pastor – “Visioning”
	The Scioto Chapel Church Council has decided to enter into a time of visioning to include anyone from the church who would like to participate.  The same thing has been suggested at Global Methodist on Main at some point.  I trust this process will be beneficial for the church and our directions forward as we try to move from stagnancy to healthy growth numerically and spiritually.  We have invited an outside source from our conference to guide this visioning process.
	Visioning can take many different forms, and our sessions together may lead to many different outcomes in the short-term and long-term.  The focus is to seek where God is leading the church for the foreseeable future, as well as many years down the road.  Some questions to consider include “where is God leading us?”, “what does God desire for our future?”, the emphasis on God and not our preferences.  This requires prayer, maybe even the type of persevering prayer Jesus teaches in Luke 11:5-10, allowing God to mold our hearts in the process.
Most of us have heard the quote from Proverbs, “where there is no vision, the people perish” (29:18 KJV).  Many times, we may feel like the children of Israel who eventually perished, wandering around in the wilderness for forty years.  Or from Psalms, “unless the Lord builds the house, the builders labor in vain” (127:1 NIV).  We can have many attempts and a lot of effort, but God is the One who wants to lead us in His ways and His direction.
So, what is God’s vision?  Or as JD Walt likes to ask, “what is the church that Jesus is building?”  Jesus states, referring to Peter’s declaration “you are the Christ, the Son of the living God” (Matthew 16:16), “I’ll build my church on this rock.  The gates of the underworld won’t be able to stand against it” (v. 18 CEB).  The goal in visioning is not to build something that is indestructible but to be centered on the One who is and His direction.  Moreover, He has a plan; how does He want us to encapsulate it for our time and context and open the door for the years to come, where faith comes into action.
With this in mind, how would we look far off into the distance?  What would God want us to see?  Many times, to accomplish something big or long-lasting, it helps to look for the end, to get it into our sight.  What is the God-sized dream that He would have for this area, how He wants to transform this area and beyond and people with His Good News?  So, what do you see off in the distance?  Maybe it’s something that will long out live you or any of us.  And when we have something in sight, God can then set us on a trajectory, one step at a time, to head toward God’s desired future so that we can be actively involved in His Kingdom work.
So, what do you say?  Is visioning together over multiple sessions a worthwhile pursuit?  It requires faith, the core actualizer of Christianity.  Let us be reminded of Jesus’ words “I assure you that if you have faith the size of a mustard seed, you could say to this mountain, ‘Go from here to there,’ and it will go.  There will be nothing that you can’t do” (Matthew 17:20).  And may we also be called forward by Mordecai’s words to Esther “for such a time as this” (Esther 4:14).  Prayer is the starting point and what will lead us in each step.  The facilitator will help guide the process, but vision will come from our connecting with God and our hearing God in one another.  Let us be praying starting today for God’s vision.

  Can You Envision What Kind of Church You Want?

What a difficult question.   Ask twenty people what kind of church they envision and likely twenty different answers would be generated.  Ask them to give their vision of the future church and your audience may become silent or stumped at how to respond.  Go a step further and ask them to envision the future.  The response could be silence.

Envisioning is personal - creating a mental picture or imagining a specific goal, outcome, or future scenario.  It takes effort to visualize a goal.  Human nature drives us to be “doers” and take action.  However, pausing, reflection and mindful planning might be the more successful approach.

To envision is the first step of planning and creating a vision for the future.  A vision is a collaborative, strategic process used to create a shared, long-term ideal of the future and takes planning. While visioning is about building a shared future, envisioning is focused on visualizing that possibility. 

We have a God given roadmap to help us on the visioning journey.  Pastor Brian in a recent sermon gave us a three-part guide: (1) prayerful surrender to God.  Don’t go it alone. Put the situation is His hands; (2) be led by the Holy Spirit to guide the process; and (3) take action and be aware that change is difficult but we do not go through this alone.    “Do not fear, for I am with you; do not be afraid, for I am your God. I will strengthen you; I will help you...". Isaiah 41:10

Scioto Chapel Administrative Council is ready to embark on a vision exercise and planning process with an experienced leader in the Global Methodist Church.  Tom Hanover is a Presiding Elder for the Central West Circuit, a retired elder in our Allegheny West Conference.  Tom has many years of experience working with churches of all types and sizes.  He will be a great asset to lead us in our process of visioning.

The first vision and planning session with Tom Hanover will be Tuesday April 14th, 6:30pm at Scioto Chapel.  The more participants the richer the outcomes.  Participants are not limited to any committee or being a member of the church.  The only qualification for participation is the desire to contemplate the future of Scioto Chapel and how that future serves you as a Christian, the community and most importantly our Lord and Savior as he directs us to go make disciples who make disciples who make disciples.

And…His Power to Transform: He uses change for good and is constantly creating "new things" (Isaiah 43:19), even turning sorrow into joy and strength.
